— THE WOODEN CEMETERY is old and quite large, with many recent
burials.. A white frame church, now in use, oOCcupies a site at

the N.W. corner of the cross roads. According to THE COMBINATION
ATLAS MAP OF KOSCIUSKO COUNTY, 1879, this was the site of a U.B.
Church, organized in 1875. The old part of the cemetery was
donated by Andrew Sell, and the first burial was that of his son.
Andrew Sell and James Wooden, from Preble County, Ohio, are re-~
cordeduas the first settlers in Harrison Township in the Spring
of 1834, ' ,

This cemetery is well kept, with additional land added recently.
Sides adjacent to the road are fenced with a beautiful, old iron
fence now no steel posts. The cemetery is characterized by the
Soil having been heaped up over the grave sites. These inscript-
ions were gathered in October 1976 by L.H. Binnie, Rt. 4, Albion,
Indiana. The inscriptions were checked against the partial D.A.R.
records gathered about forty years ago. Portions underlined
represent corrections made to the older records.
