Ora Smith's sugar camp was in Grandma's woods (across the road from
Delta Smeltzer's). He used metal spiles and wooden buckets., He had a
shack in the woods for cooking the syrup. He had a pan 4x8x]l feet set on
bricks, about two foot up. The fire was built under this. The chimﬁy was
at the other end.

An old white horse, named Dutch, pulled the sled w1th a barrel on it,
to collect the sugar weter.

Sometimes the boys had a2 cookout at the shack. They took chicken or
eggs to boil. Blanche remembered making taffy and roast chicken.

Lloyd Rickel had a camp at Qllie Sarber's, west of Sevastonol.
Kellyfs camp was west of Howard Chamberlains.

Jessie(Gill) Tucker taught school at Sevaestopol. Chet Smith was in
her first grade class.

Sevastopol Band played at Mrs. Washington Bybee's 70th birthday party
on QOctober 3, 1883.
